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Step 2: Authentication Schemes.
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Step 3: Create
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Step 4: Based on a Pre-existing Scheme and Click Next.
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Step 5: Enter a name choose SSO as Scheme Type and Click Create Authentication Scheme.
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Step 6: Make sure the new scheme is current (this should happen automatically).
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When you create a new authentication scheme, you have several options. Most let you reuse implementations that already exist in your

application or in other applications within your workspace. There are even some pretested schemes you can copy to get you up and running
immediately.
